Testing:

Once connected to the 240V mains supply, the unit must be allowed to charge the battery for at least 24

hours. Conduct the following tests:

e  For the first test, the emergency lamp must remain illuminated for at least 2 hours after
disconnection from the mains supply.

e  Subsequent tests require the unit to illuminate for at least 90 minutes. The results of all tests are
required to be recorded in a service logbook, which is to be kept on-site at all times. If the unit fails
to remain illuminated for the requisite time, remedial action must be taken to repair the situation
and once completed, the unit must pass a subsequent test. For more specific information, please
refer to the current edition of the AS 2293.3 Standard.

Trouble Shooting:

Below are a list of common problems and their possible causes.

Fault: The Green LED indicator is not illuminated.
Check: A.C. is connected and is turned on.
Battery is connected.
Test Switch for damage.

Fault: Lamp does not illuminate in emergency mode.
Check: A.C.is connected.

Lamp Head is correctly connected.

Battery is connected

Fault: Lamp illuminates in emergency mode, but only stays on for a short period.
Check: Battery has been allowed to charge for at least 24 hours.
Battery for damage.

Fault: Green LED flashes once every 5 seconds-Battery in disconnected
Check: Battery is connected.

Fault: Green LED blinks off once every 5 seconds- Charging very flat battery
Allow 20min to recover battery then recheck

Fault: Green LED flashes at 2Hz (Fast flash)- Faulty battery
Replace battery

Battery Replacement:

Prior to any work, isolate the power to the luminaire that requires battery replacement
Open the fitting by following step 2 and 3 from installation section.

Remove the Battery Connector from the Emergency Driver.

Remove the battery from the EM Driver slot.

Place the new Battery in designated clip and reconnect it to the EM Driver

Close the batten by following the last two steps from installation instruction.
